EARLY & LATE DROP OFF PROGRAM
Early drop off and/or late pickup is available and will
allow parents to drop their kids off as early as 7:45 am
and pickup as late as 5:10 pm. There is no charge if you
drop off or pickup within 20 minutes of the camp
operating times.

Other Information

Campers are to check in at the East Park Clubhouse
at least 10 minutes before camp starts on the Monday
of the camp week. At check in, they will be divided into
their specific camp group. After the first day campers
will check in to their specific camp area assigned.

Campers can bring lunch and snacks preferably in a
cooler bag, or they can purchase lunch and snacks
from the concessions.

Camp T-shirt is included for each camper.

Remember to pack sunscreen, water, hat, bathing suit,
towel and bug repellant.

Cancellation Policy:

A full refund will be provided if cancellation is at least
two (2) weeks prior to the registered session. Subject
to a $40 admin charge. If cancellation is less than two
(2) weeks prior to the registered session then the $100
deposit will be forfeited. There will be no refunds
given once camp session has started. NSF cheques
subject to $40 bank charge.
